GROUND TRANSPORT FROM PHILADELPHIA INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

Our office has prepaid the Lady Liberty Shuttle Service to transport you from the airport to campus. You can locate Lady Liberty shuttle vans at the baggage claim area, or dial #27 on the free phone at the ground transportation counter. Let them know that you are traveling to the University of Pennsylvania as part of the Biomedical Graduate Studies program; your name has been provided to them. You should NOT tip the driver, as we have already paid the cost of gratuity. Tell the driver you are going to Harnwell College House, located at 3820 Locust Walk. You will likely have to be dropped off at 39th and Spruce Streets, since cars can not drive directly up to the front of Harnwell. Travel time between the airport and campus is approximately 20 minutes. 

If you are arriving by train or bus, I would suggest that you take a cab to campus (address above). Save your receipt, and you will be reimbursed. If driving, directions can be found here: http://www.admissionsug.upenn.edu/visiting/.
HOUSING
You will be housed at Harnwell College House, at 3820 Locust Walk. Any expenses or fines incurred for non-compliance with on-campus housing guidelines and rules will be your responsibility. Please note that off-campus housing will not be subsidized. The dorms consist of suites accommodating up to four people, but you will have separate bedrooms.  The shared area of the suite contains a full bathroom, a kitchenette with a regular-sized refrigerator and cooking facilities, a small living area, and plenty of closet space.  You must provide linens, blankets and towels. You are also responsible for providing dishes and cookware.  There is a 24-hour security service at the front desk, and all residents and guests are required to register when entering and leaving the dormitory.  Coin operated washers and dryers are available for your use.  Here is the link to the Harnwell website - http://harnwell.house.upenn.edu/, you can direct housing related questions to them.
Checking In and Out:

You can check into your dormitory at the front desk of your assigned building on Saturday, May 30th, or Sunday, May 31st. Packets with maps to orientation and schedules will be given at check in. You must check out no later than 12:00 noon, on Saturday, August 8, 2009.

COMPUTER LAB
There will be a computer lab located in Harnwell that can be accessed with your ID. Wireless (limited) and Ethernet (all apartments) internet connections are also available.
RECREATIONAL FACILITIES

Recreational facilities (ie; gyms, tennis courts, etc) are available for summer interns. There is a fee for summer users of about $100.00 (price subject to change). The gyms have swimming pools, racquetball and squash courts, and fitness centers. 

FOOD
Your housing units will include a kitchen, and there are several markets within walking distance to campus that can also be reached by using the Penn Bus Service. Please keep in mind that you will be responsible for feeding yourself during the program (although a few special meals will be provided).

There are numerous local eating establishments from which to choose.  Take-out lunch wagons specialize in a variety of international cuisine.  There are food courts and many small luncheonettes, delis, and convenience stores in walking distance from the laboratories. If you prefer to cook for yourself, a supermarket is located a few blocks from the dormitory.

Clothing and Toiletries
Please remember that you are coming to work in a lab for the summer, and that comfort is essential. You may often times be standing for long periods, and do not want to spend the day overly concerned about matters such as whether or not you may spill something on your outfit. Some basic lab rules to keep in mind:

· Glasses are better than contacts and some labs may require the former.
· Comfortable shoes are important, and many labs will not allow open toe footwear

· The labs and conference rooms get chilly at times, so a light sweater may be in order

Philadelphia summers can be hot, but while working, the buildings are well air conditioned. We may be attending a show and/or nice dinner, so it may be a good idea to bring an “upscale casual” outfit. You should bring a “business attire” outfit for the Leadership Alliance Symposium, meaning a suit or slacks and tie for the men. You are responsible for all personal items such as soap, toothpaste, deodorant and other hygiene products. 

PARKING
Parking spaces near the campus are at a premium.  If you plan to bring a car, it is advisable to rent a parking space in a University parking facility. The approximate cost for a space is $400.00. The parking office is only open on weekdays, as a result, you can park on the street if you arrive Saturday or Sunday (carefully read all signage). On Monday, June 2, it would be better to put your car in a paid lot until you obtain a space in the campus garage that day. Caution: read all parking signs carefully!
ACCESS KEY

You will be issued an electronic access key to get into the Medical Center buildings. 

PERSONAL FINANCES

If you are from out-of-town, you may wish to check with your banking institution to see if there is a branch located in the Philadelphia area. You may cash your stipend checks at Citizens Bank, which handles most of the University's transactions.  Stipend checks will be issued at the end of each month.  We recommend that, if possible, you bring enough funds with you for your living expenses during the first month of the program so that if your first paycheck is somehow delayed, you will not be in any financial distress. Your first pay will come on the last working day of June.
Documents to bring to Orientation, Monday, June 4th:

· Please bring two forms of ID, (i.e., social security card, picture ID,) Permanent residents will need to bring a certified copy of your Alien Registration Receipt Card with photograph. Please note that we can not be flexible on this. Please bring the originals of the identification that you sent copies of with your packet.
MISCELLANEOUS
Philadelphia is very rich in culture. There are many types of churches, beauticians, barbers, and ethnic food markets in the area of UPenn. In addition, there is a variety of activities to fit everyone’s taste, both for free and at a cost.
Directions to the SUIP Orientation Session From Harnwell

1) Walk east along Walnut St, and make a right onto 38th. Follow 38th to Curie Blvd (you will pass the School of Veterinary Medicine and the VA Hospital). Make Left onto Curie Blvd, and look for 421 Curie Blvd, the Biomedical Research Building, right after passing under the walkway. 

2) Enter the revolving door (Careful! It’s automated) and walk straight into the building. You’ll see an open staircase on the left… go up to the second floor and make a right. Room 252 will be on your immediate left. Let security know that you are here for an orientation.

3) If you get lost, call the BGS office at 215-898-1030. Someone on staff will be happy to assist you.

4) We’ll have a light breakfast for you when you arrive and lunch will be around noon. Bring two official forms of ID (consult the complete list on your I-9 for acceptable forms) and a pen and paper. See you then!
