How to submit frozen slides for IHC

Submission of frozen sections for IHC is different from that for paraffin sections.  Most frozen sections for IHC are unfixed. You should handle the slides carefully. To preserve antigen on the slides you should keep the slides dry and cool before we do the IHC.

You should wear gloves when you handle the slides to void contamination of fresh frozen sections.

You should talk to MinMin or Lan if it is your first time to submit frozen section for IHC to the Core.

We prefer that you bring the slides to our Core on the day we will do the IHC (usually Monday 10:00am-11:00am). If slides are taken from -80oC directly to room temperature, the slides will be wet and antigen get diffused or lost. To avoid this you can bring the box of slides to -20oC for about 1 hour then open the box and take out slides. You should label the slides same as the paraffin submission.

If you can’t bring the slides to the Core on Monday, you can get a slides box for Frozen section from our Core (Do not use the slides box for submitting paraffin section) and talk to MinMin or Lan about how to Label the slides. You should label your slides box with your name and date. Put the box on the third shelf in Histology Core -80oC Freezer.
