How to Fill Out IHC Form:

You will have the following three ways for IHC submission:





1) Submit a request for IHC using your personal file. 

2) Submit a request that is NOT in your personal file but in antibody list. 

3) Submit a new antibody to Histology Core for testing.

1) To submit an IHC request using your personal file

Open your personal file to layout#6.

Click “Show all”.

“Sort” by antibody to put your list in alphabetical order (if you like).

Click the row with the antibody you’d like to stain for.

Duplicate the row by clicking the “duplicate” button on top of the database.

Change the date field to next Monday’s date.

Update the following fields:


Slide ID number (sample field)


Number of slides 

Clear the “results” field.

If you want change the detection method of a previously tested antibody (HRP to fluorescence or fluorescence to HRP) Do this:

From the pull down menu in the “method” field choose the new detection method. Clear the “1st Ab dilution” field.  In general the amount of primary antibody needed for Fluorescence is 5-10x greater than is needed with HRP detection.  Min Min will determine the best primary antibody concentration/

dilution to use.  

When the form is completed:

Click the “M. Last Find” button at the top of the page.

Fill in next Monday’s date in the “Date” field.

Click the blue “find” button on the left of the form.

Check the form for accuracy.

Close the file.  DO NOT “SAVE” or “SAVE AS”.

Change the date on the file name by clicking on the icon and typing in next 

            Monday’s date.

Send the file to MinMin as an email attachment. 

2) Submit a request that is NOT in your personal file but in antibody list

If you need to submit an antibody from the antibody list and it is NOT in your personal file you should do this:

Open your personal file to “layout 6”.

Create a new row by clicking the “New record” button on top of the 

           database.

Fill in the “date” field with next Monday’s date.

Choose the detection method you’d like.

Complete the “antibody” field with the antibody name.  

Fill out the “sample” field with the slide ID numbers.

Fill out “number of slides” field.

Fill out “investigator” field (i.e.: Kahn/Ben)

Close the file.  DO NOT “SAVE” or “SAVE AS”

Change the date on the file name by clicking on the icon and typing in next Monday’s date. Send the file to MinMin as an email attachment.  When MinMin opens the file she will see your current request.  MinMin will complete the other fields from her “antibody list”.

3) Submit a new antibody to Histology Core for testing

Open your file and create a new row by clicking the “New record” button on 

          top of the database.

Go layout# 1.

Fill in at least the following lines:

Antibody: Antibody name.  

Clone: for monoclonal Ab.

Organize: chose “New”

Resource: company name or name of person who made it (Kahn/Ben)

Date: submission date is next Monday’s date

Concentration: if you know the concentration of the antibody in the vial you 

               are submitting, write it in this field.

Species: species is the host animal (rabbit Ig, mouse Ig, rat Ig etc)

Storage: recommended long time storage conditions.

Exp.Date

Catalog#

Target Tissue

Investigator: PI/your name (Kahn/Cara)

Samples:  slide ID numbers

# of slides

Go back to layout #6.

Close the file.  DO NOT “SAVE” or “SAVE AS”.

Change the date on the file name by clicking on the icon and typing in next Monday’s date.
