How to submit sections for Immunohistochemistry (IHC) staining 

 
1st step: 

Select your slides and store them in the Histology Core Refrigerator.
 

If you need CD1 paraffin slides, Lan or MinMin will find slides and label the slides for you. You only need submit form and write what kind slides you want

(age and specific area you want). If you want slides for some particular tissue or tissue area, you can find Lan, Li or MinMin to get the slides. 

Pick your slides and use pencil to label the slides with following information:

Primary Antibody Abbreviation

Primary Antibody Dilution

Detection Method (add +H if you want nuclear counter-stain)

Date (the Monday of the week of submission – this must correspond to the date  

         on the submission form)

Put your slide in one of the small white slide boxes which are located on the Histology Core Supply Table outside room 949 or inside Histo Core refrigerator (If someone already picked the slides). Each lab has a specific box for Immuno staining (green label).  Please find the right box for your lab and store the labeled slides on the second shelf of the Histo Core refrigerator. 

 

2nd step: Submit the Antibody
 

You don’t need to submit the antibody if the antibody is on our Antibody List. We have posted the Antibody List on the Web now. We also posted a Antibody List on the door of Histology -20 freezer near room 950. Please check the antibody availability and result obtained before you make a submission.

If you provide the antibody, put the antibody in either the Histo Core Refrigerator or Histo Core -20oC Freezer depending on the antibody storage requirement. There is a rack labeled New Antibody on the second shelf of the refrigerator or freezer.

To eliminate any errors please… 

1.Use exactly the same name for the form, slides and tube of Ab. If the name of Ab is too long, you can use a short name for tube and slides but on the form write complete name next to the short name with parenthesis such as: 

“OC (Osteocalcin)”.

2.Label your tube of Ab with Ab name, species and date you submitted
 

3rd step: Submit the IHC Form 

Send the IHC Form through Email as attachment to: mlu2@mail.med.upenn.edu
Write “IHC Form” on the e-mail subject line.

The IHC Form submission deadline is Thursday. 

The IHC form is designed with File Maker Pro 7. If you are familiar with the File Maker Pro 7 database, you can follow the Submit IHC Form instructions. If you are not familiar with the program, you can get training from your Lab Manager or from histology core. For first time submission you can obtain your personal IHC form from your Lab Manager or from the histology core. You also can get the IHC form from Web and follow the Instruction #2 ( Submit a request which is NOT in your personal file but in antibody list.)

Generally you will get the IHC slides one or two weeks. You will be notified through email when the slides are ready. The HRP stained slides will be delivered on Friday to the shelf which is located outside room 949. Please transfer your slides to your own slide box and do not take the slide folders to your bench. Fluorescent stained slides will be delivered to a slide box in each Lab –20oC freezer or kept in the Histology Core freezer.
