How to submit Sections for In Situ Hybridization 
 
1st step: Select your slides and store them in the Histology Core Refrigerator.
 

If you need CD1 paraffin slides, Lan or MinMin will find slides and label the slides for you. You only need submit form and write what kind slides you want

(age and specific area you want). If you want slides for some particular tissue or area, you can find Lan, Li or MinMin to get the slides. 

Pick your slides and use pencil to label the slides with the probe name and your Initial.

Put your slide in one of small white slide boxes, which are located on Histo Core Supply table outside room 949 or inside Histo Core refrigerator ( If someone already picked the slides). Each lab has one box for In Situ (Red label).  Please find the right box for your lab and store the labeled slides on the second shelf of Histology refrigerator. 

 

2nd step: Submit the template

A complete Core Template list is posted on Web now but you still need to check the updated Core Template list which is posted on the door of the Histo Core refrigerator near room 950. When you submit In Situ slides, you should check the list and make sure the template that you want to use is available.  If a Core Template is available, you only have to submit slides. 

If Core Templates are not available, then you need to submit a new template, or you need to have the Core Template prepared and re-stocked. Each new template or newly prepared Core Template needs to be tested. You should pick one or two TEST slides. You can use your own experimental slides or you may pick wild type slides from the core stock. You should indicate on the form which slides are for testing and write “TEST” on the slides.

You should submit 2µg (PCR 0.05ug/ul) or 4µg (linearized plasmid 0.1ug/ul) DNA for any new template that is likely to be used only once or twice. You should submit at least 10 µg (PCR) or 20 µg (linearized plasmid) DNA for templates that you want to be added to the list of Core Templates. 

Please label clearly with template name, concentration and polymerase on tube. Place the template in the Histo Core -20oC freezer. There is a rack labeled New Template at the second shelf from top of the freezer for storing the template. Submit a gel picture with appropriate marker to Lan.

3rd step: Submit the In Situ form through Email to MinMin and Lan.

 
InSitu Form is designed with File Maker Pro 7. You can get the In Situ Form from Histo Core Web.
Send the In Situ Form through Email as attachment to: mlu2@mail.med.upenn.edu
and lancheng@mail.med.upenn.edu. Write “In Situ Form” on the e-mail subject line.

You must complete the New Template Information if you submit the new template.

To eliminate any errors, please use exactly the same name for the form, slides and tube of 

template. If the name of template is too long, you can use a short name for the tube 

and slides, but on the form write complete name next to the short name with parenthesis 

such as: “ET 1 (Endothelin 1)”.
Histo Core will perform In Situ Hybridization two times each month on first week ( full week) and third week each month. The submission dead line is the Thursday prior to the next In Situ. You should submit your templates and slides to the Histo Core first then submit the In Situ Form. 

The In Situ film will be available on the Friday Morning at 11:00 AM.

 

Generally the In Situ slides will be available in 10 to 20 days after the film is developed. If you want to check In Situ result and when your slides will be available you can find the film copy sheets and In Situ Work Form, which are posted on the freezer door in the hallway near room 950. Developed In Situ slides will be delivered on Friday to the shelf outside room 949. Please transfer your slides to your own slide box and do not take the slide folders to your bench.
