CCEB Summer Research Fellowship

Description

In 2004, the Center for Clinical Epidemiology and Biostatistics (CCEB) initiated a research fellowship for medical students interested in working on a clinical research project during the summer between their first and second years of medical school.  The primary intent of the fellowship is to support medical students to work on campus under the sponsorship of a Penn faculty mentor in the CCEB (includes Senior Scholars and Associate Scholars).  

Application

To apply, you must submit a 2-3 page research proposal, along with your Curriculum Vitae and a letter of support from the proposed mentor.  The research proposal should include:

· A brief description of the clinical problem to be investigated and the specific aims for the project.

· A basic description of the study design and methods, including sources of data and plans for analysis.

· A discussion of the role of the student in the project.  


The letter from the proposed mentor should indicate a commitment to supervise the student during the summer fellowship and a brief discussion of what resources are available to support the research activities over the summer

The official deadline for applications will be Friday, February 10, 2012 at 5 pm.
