University of Pennsylvania MPH Scholarship Award
PURPOSE:  The MPH Scholarship is designed to encourage and support outstanding students who seek advanced study in the field of public health practice and research. Two competitive scholarship awards in the form of tuition remission ranging from 2.0 cu to 4.0 cu are available each academic year. The scholarship applies to fall and spring terms only. Summer term is excluded.
ELIGIBILITY:  All MPH matriculated students who meet the following criteria are eligible to apply.
· Admitted into the MPH degree program with a GPA greater than or equal to 3.6 or maintaining an overall MPH GPA of 3.6 or above.
· A demonstrated need for financial support.
· Penn employees are not eligible to apply.

· International students are not eligible to apply.

APPLICATION:  The following documents are required:

· A concise essay (2 page limit) addressing your professional goals and a clear explanation of you financial need.
· A redacted copy of your 2011 income tax return. 

· Resume or CV including education, relevant experiences, publications, awards, honors, etc. 

EVALUATION:  Applications will be reviewed in two stages by members of the Awards Committee.  Upon initial review, the Award Committee will select finalists for individual interviews.
