She has over 25 years of experience and has graduated over 300 prominent Radiation Oncologists, who are currently practicing in both academic and private practice settings.  She has served under  three departmental Chairmen, four Designated Institutional Officials and five university Deans. Beyond mastering the increasingly complex role of program coordinator, Ms. Baffic has been instrumental in pioneering several innovative educational programs including, the joint RadOnc Nuclear Medicine initiative.
